Regular verbs ( pravidelná slovesa) 

Kladná věta oznamovací  (positive sentence) 

 
 

• I played football on Mondays.       V pondělí jsem hrál fotbal. 

• We borrowed his car.                       Půjčili jsme si jeho auto. 

• They lived  in Prague.                       Oni bydleli v Praze. 

• He listened to jazz.                            On poslouchal jazz.

Expressions using in the  
past simple tense 

(časová určení, která se užívají s minulým časem prostým) 

 

• Yesterday, last month, in 1932, in winter …. 

• A week ago,  2 days ago, at weekend, before ….. 

• Often, usually, sometimes, rarely, occasionally, 

never 

 

I met John before meeting. 

He saw his mother in winter 2 years ago.
